● Navy or Black Coloured Cap Sleeve Bodysuit (No buttons, snaps, or zippers)
● Beige Slip on Jazz Shoes

● Black Bodysuit (Any Style)
● Beige Slip on Jazz Shoes
● Beige Bodyliner

Hair Information
● Long hair 4 & up is to be in a ballet bun on the nape of the neck with no flyaways, 3 & under a

high ponytail on the crown of the head with curly hair.
● Short hair is to be positioned neatly away from the face.

We
recommend wearing makeup as shown on the chart below so that you can see your dancer’s smiling face
onstage, however, make up is not mandatory.

● Hair tied back neatly off of face
